SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

RULES: The race will be under the management of the West Shore Sail Club (WSSC) and Race Committee, which will have full and final authority in establishing the racing articles and in interpreting the rules. Except as modified by the sailing instructions, the sailing and management of this race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of US Sailing, and the rules of the PHRF-LE class.

ENTRIES:  Entry is open to all single hulled yachts with a minimum LOA of 20 feet. The Race Committee may split the class for scoring purposes at its discretion. The use of Personal Flotation Devices or harnesses is recommended. Sail numbers must be carried on both sides of the mainsail, overlapping headsails, and spinnakers, or in compliance with RRS Appendix H. Finish times may not be taken if sails are not numbered as registered. .A completed entry form, entry fee and racing certificate must be received by the Race Chairperson(s) no later than 7 days prior to the race.

MARKS: Pass all marks as indicated in the course section.
FINISH: Between the mast (or orange flag) on the Committee Boat & buoy.
SHORTENED COURSE:  If the need arises, the Race Committee will announce a shortened course via VHF Channel 71.

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS:  The Race Committee will monitor VHF Channel 71. Any yacht that withdraws from the race shall contact the Race Committee Boat by any means including VHF Channel 71.

NOTICE OF CHANGE:  Changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted at Grosse Ile Yacht Club and Ford Yacht Club, as well as on the West Shore Sail Club website. www.westshoresailclub.org The date that any changes are to go into effect will be listed on the official Notice of Change.

NON-SPINNAKER YACHTS:  Yachts may hoist only sails appropriate for their rig.  For example, a cutter may fly two headsails but a sloop may not.  Whisker poles may not be longer than the yachts “J” dimension and shall be attached to the mast when in use.

CRUISING CLASS: A boat will be considered in the cruising class only if it fits the formula attached as part of this package. It must have a PHRF-LE rating and will be assigned one based on the general type of boat without penalty. Do this by contacting Race committee early. This status must be reviewed by the race committee at least two weeks prior to the actual race and a determination made as to whether the boat and crew are primarily racers or cruisers. The number of crew members will not be a factor. 
PROTESTS:  Protest procedures as outlined in the RRS will be followed. RRS 44.2 is modified such that only a 360° penalty turn which must include one jibe and one tack needs to be performed in order to exonerate a violation of the RRS part 2 rules. Any protest must be delivered to a member of the Race Committee within two (2) hours after the last boat in its class finishes.

SCORING:  The Low Point Scoring System, RRS A4, will apply. If sufficient entries are received to warrant multiple classes, the class will be split for scoring purposes.

RESULTS: Results will be announced at the dinner approximately within one and a half hours after the last boat to finish.  If this is past 10:00pm then the results will be presented the following morning at breakfast.
AWARDS: Flags will be presented for up to the top three finishes in Spinnaker, JAM, and Cruising classes.
AFTERGLOW:  All participants are invited to hear results, eat, drink and enjoy camaraderie in the HUGE party tent at Gibraltar Boat Yard
START: Between WSSC N Buoy & the mast (or orange flag) on the Committee Boat.  The start sequence is:

CRUISING CLASS FORMULA
The key thing is that the boat’s primary purpose must be cruising rather than racing. This is a subjective call by the race committee in their evaluation. If the boat and its primary crew do not race except for long distance races, that does not make it a cruiser—just a long distance racer. Subject to the race committee’s decision the following applies.

1. Boats must be true “cruising” boats meaning that they must have useable bunks, a fixed head (or porta potty), a permanently mounted stove and at least [5] of the following:

a. Boat more than [15] years old.

b. Only Dacron sails.

c. No sail newer than [5] years.

d. Carries no spinnaker pole or whisker pole.

e. Fixed propeller (can be outboard motor with prop in water.)

f. Will carry [4] gallons of water per crew member in a fixed tank.

g. Will have fuel to travel [50] miles under engine alone.

h. Will have a properly sized anchor and rode mounted on or stored on the bow.

i. Windlass.

j. A Skeg.

k. Radar

l. Bow thruster

m. Shrouds within [5] inches of the rail.

n. Generator, wind generator or solar panel(s).

2. Membership in PHRF-LE and an official PHRF rating are encouraged, however non-members will have a provisional rating assigned without the penalty normally associated with provisional ratings.

3. Sails. 

a. No spinnakers, cruising chutes or bloopers are allowed.

b. Only Dacron, Pentax, polyester, or Mylar fabric may be used in sails.

c. Staysails are permitted only if rated as part of a cutter rig.

d. Boats rated with roller furling must use a sail which can be furled while racing and cannot change head sails during a race.

The safety of a yacht and its crew is the sole and inescapable responsibility of the skipper. It shall be the complete and unlimited responsibility of each skipper to decide whether to start, continue, or finish a race.
