| am the race committee chair for the 2005 season
at Cedar Island Yacht Club, and your suggestions for
our Labour Day Regatta were forwarded to me.

We intend to run a “shipshape” Labour Day Regatta
this year. Our dredging boat plans to keep the
channel at a minimum of 8 feet and anticipates no
problems this year due to water levels approaching
normal.

We have changed our usual semi-circle course to a
more professional wheel based course. Also, we have
shortened the legs of the course to 3/4 mile. This
shorter distance in legs makes the marks far more
visible as well as putting the racing emphasis on crew
and helm work instead of pure boat speed or water-
line length.

The delay in starting last year was entirely due to a
last minute 30 degree wind shift. There was no way
we could start the race without re-setting the line
and changing the heading. This is done in all profes-
sional regattas, NOODs, etc. Our committee boat
was however , caught off guard and hopefully if that
situation should arise again, we will be ready to
change the line much more efficiently.
